Another important feature of the Lawyers Group meetings is the Roundtable Discus-

sion, which is a 75-minute segment dedicated to member discussion of concerns, 

problems, and solutions relating to occupational safety and health. Members find 

this time valuable for focusing on real-time problems and learning from others in 

the trade. Membership in the Lawyers Group also allows members to participate in 

topical webcasts, surveys on issues important to the group, and other benchmarking 

activities.

Lawyers Group members who attend the meetings may also earn continuing legal 

education units in states that have mandatory programs, if requested by attendees. So 

far, we are prepared to apply in Colorado, Virginia, Texas, Ohio, Florida, Oklahoma, 

Minnesota, Georgia, and Indiana and will do so in other states as requested. Addition-

ally, Lawyers Group members receive news and updates through announcements on 

the ORC website as well as regular emails. The updates cover a wide variety of subjects 

relating to occupational safety and health including: government initiatives, standards 

and interpretations, and enforcement; emerging issues within various industries; 

global developments; relevant government policies and programs; scientific studies 

and developments; legal trends and decisions; and federal legislative developments.
